Asa
result, | always make a point of asking them open-ended, non yes-or-no questions when we're together. ("What was
good about your day today?' vs. "Did you have a good day today?") In this regard, KidTalk has proven itself to be a
popular and practical pastime on several important levels.(1) The cards are organized by multiple subject areas, which
are color-coded; so each boy alternatively picks the next question card to be answered from a different section than the
preceding question.(2) Each question card has two sections; Thefirst, longer paragraph gives context to the subject.
